The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The International Sailing Federation (ISAF)
Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012

The Prescriptions and Special Regulations Part 2 (Off the Beach Boats) will apply

Immediate penalties for breaking Rule 42 (Appendix P) shall apply

ALTERATIONS OF CLASS RULES

RS:X Class rules are not amended and competitors are reminded to note restrictions that apply to
Youth Sailors. International Mistral One Design Class Rules are altered to allow only the one IMCO
7.4 sail to be used during the regatta. International Raceboard Class Rules are altered to allow only
one sail with a minimum sail area of 7.4m and a maximum sail area 7.5m to be used during the
regatta.

ADVERTISING

All competitors shall comply with the ISAF Advertising Code — Regulation 20

Competitors may be required to affix bow sticker displaying sponsor’s names/logo(s). If required,
the Organising Authority will supply these items and they will be affixed as prescribed in the Sailing
Instructions.

ELIGIBILITY

All competitors must be under 19 years at 31 December 2010.

All competitors shall be current financial members of Yachting Australia Inc.
Competitors may be required to prove their date of birth.

The Championship is open to entries from all popular youth classes.

Early Bird Entries to be lodged by Wednesday 22 September 2010 accompanied by the discounted
entry fee.

Standard Entries lodged by 1000 hrs Saturday, 2 October 2010, accompanied by the full entry fee.
Regatta T-shirts may only be guaranteed for valid “Early Bird” Entries

A completed entry form and relevant payment is classified as a valid entry.

Entries may be accepted after the closing date at the discretion of the Organising Authority;
however they will be subject to the full entry fee as prescribed in section 8.

10 RACING
10.1  If the specific Classes mentioned in 5.1 have 10 or more boats the class will be eligible for class
based racing and will be scored on scratch.
10.2  Classes with more than 20 entries will be eligible for their own start and classes meeting 10.1 but
having less than 20 entries may have single class or combined class starts.
10.3  Divisional racing will be conducted to all Classes are not mentioned in 5.1 or not meeting the
minimum number of entries specified in 10.1.
10.4  The Divisions to be sailed will be detailed in the Sailing Intructions.
10.5 The Divisional races will use the Yachting NSW Yardstick, Attachment 1 of the Notice of Race.
10.6  The Organising Authority reserves the right to combine Class starts.
10.7  The Organising Authority may authorise a class not mentioned in 5.1 to have its own class start
11 MEASUREMENT
11.1  All boats and equipment shall comply with current class measurement rules and restrictions.
11.2  The Organising Authority reserves the right to inspect any boat, its measurement certificate if
applicable and equipment at any time during the regatta.
11.3  Boats and equipment will be inspected at any time to ensure compliance with Yachting Australia
Special Regulations, Part 2 “Off the beach boats”, R1, Personal Buoyancy.
12 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
12.1  The sailing instructions will be available on Saturday 2 October 2010 upon registration at Georges
River 16ft Sailing Club.
13 REGATTA SITE
13.1 The regatta site is Georges River 16ft Sailing Club
14 RACE AREA
14.1  The race area will be on the waters of Georges River and Botany Bay.
15 SCORING
15.1 Seven (7) races are scheduled for the Championship of which the best six (6) races of each boat will
count for her total pointscore.
15.2  When less than seven (7) races and more than three (3) races are completed, a boat’s worst race
score will be discarded and will not count toward the series point score for that boat.
15.3  Where only three (3) races are completed, all races will count.
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A minimum of two (2) races will constitute a series.

WIND SPEED LIMIT

A race shall not be started or continued in excessive wind. As a guideline, “Excessive wind” is wind
gusting over 25 knots for periods of 15 seconds, or any other combination of wind and wave
conditions considered excessive by the Race Officer who shall be the sole judge of whether
conditions are excessive.

CREW CHANGES

No change to the nominated helmsperson for any boat shall be permitted during the Regatta.
Requests for approval to change the crew member must be made in writing to the Race
Committee.

PRIZES
Prizes will be awarded by Yachting New South Wales for the first three placed boats in Class and
each division.

The presentation will take place at Georges River 16ft Sailing Club as soon as is practical after the
completion of the last race of the Regatta.
